A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF COATESVILLE
ACCEPTING BIDS FOR THE RIVER WALK/BRANDYWINE CREEK TRAIL FENCE
AND WOOD BARRIER PROJECT, AUTHORIZING THE AWARD OF A CONTRACT
TO THE LOWEST RESPONSIBLE BIDDER CONDITIONED UPON THE APPROVAL

BY THE COUNTY OF CHESTER AND AUTHORIZING THE INTERIM CITY

MANAGER OR CITY MANAGER TO EXECUTE THE APPROPRIATE CONTRACT
AND ANY AND ALL DOCUMENTS NECESSARY TO EFFECUATE THIS PROJECT

WHEREAS, the City of Coatesville had advertised for public bid certain work identified
as the River Walk/Brandywine Creek Trail Fence and Wood Barrier Project supported by
funding from the County of Chester through Community Revitalization Program Funds; and

WHEREAS, on February 14, 2011, the City received and accepted four (4) bids in
appropriate envelopes in response to the advertisement and these bids were publicly opened by
the City Staff and have since been presented to City Council for consideration at a public
meeting scheduled this 28™ day of February, 2011; and

WHEREAS, the received bids have been reviewed by the City Engineer and the City
Solicitor, for purposes of determining compliance with the bid advertisement, the bid
specifications and the law, and it has been determined that the lowest responsible bidder (and
lowest bidder) for the project is Abel Fence, LL.C with a bid of $46,891.50; and

WHEREAS, it is recognized that in order for the City to execute a contract with the
lowest responsible bidder, the County of Chester must first review and approve the bid as
submitted.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the foregoing, the Council for the City of
Coatesville accepts for consideration the bids submitted and received on February 14, 2011 and
approves awarding a contract to Abel Fence, LLC as the lowest responsible bidder conditioned
upon this bid being acceptable to the County of Chester; further, the City Council authorizes the
Interim City Manager or City Manager to enter into an appropriate contract with Abel Fence,
LLC and to execute any and all other necessary documents to effectuate this project — including
documents required by the County or other authorities relating to grant funding.
