WHEREAS, the State of Pennsylvania's Department of Conservation and Natural Resources
recognizes the Brandywine Creek as a Major Greenway Corridor, and;

WHEREAS, the Township is one of twenty-four municipalities in Chester County and Delaware
County invited to participate in the Brandywine Creek Greenway Initiative, and;

WHEREAS, the Brandywine Conservancy's Environmental Management Center will continue to
manage the Brandywine Creek Greenway planning effort at no cost to the Township; and;
