o Pulls weeds, picks up paper, empty trash cans and mows grass in City parks.

o Sweeps, scrubs, mops and polishes floors and walls and performs related custodial
duties.

o Performs minor and routine maintenance work such as rough painting and simple
equipment repair work.

o Cleans and fills street cracks, patches potholes and other areas with asphalt.
o Picks up recyclable at curbside.
o Installs street signs, paints curbs and washes city vehicles.

o Performs related duties as required by the Director of Public Works and/or the
Foreman.
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Minimum Qualifications

o This position requires a high school diploma; or equivalent. Experience in
performing manual labor tasks is preferred.
